The Great Arizona Orphan Abduction
Betty Lou Malesky’s “The Orphan Trains: New York to the West” reminded me about
a book that I enjoyed reading about this issue right here in AZ. The book is titled The
Great Arizona Orphan Abduction, by Linda Gordon, Harvard University Press, 1999.
From Publishers Weekly: In 1859, the New York Times termed urban orphans the
"ulcers of society." By 1864, child welfare crusaders were advocating their adoption by
rural families and sending trains full of orphaned and abandoned children westward.
As Gordon documents in this compelling account, they were often dumped at the end
of the line, where they were taken in by whoever needed or wanted a child for any
purpose. By the end of the 19th century, the Sisters of Charity's New York Foundling
Hospital was cleaning up this well established practice by carefully matching children
with families selected by parish priests. Focusing on the delivery of 40 "white" orphans
to Mexican Catholic adoptive families in the Arizona mining towns of Clifton and
Morenci in 1904, Gordon vividly describes how the Anglo women of the town all of
them Protestants became enraged and instigated a mass abduction of the children, often
carried out at gunpoint. A trial ensued, pitting the Foundling Hospital against the
Anglo powers of Arizona, which ended up in the U.S. Supreme Court. The Court held
that the abduction was legal, and that placing the children with Mexican families had
been tantamount to child abuse. In delineating the racial and religious dynamics in
turn-of-the-century Arizona (including frontier feminism, the evolution of racial and
class structures and the history of copper mining, labor disputes and vigilantism),
Gordon reveals a great deal about the origins of "family values" in America. (R.Hein)

V A Headstones

Public Law 110-157, signed on Dec. 26, 2007, allows the Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) to furnish a
Government headstone or marker for the graves of eligible veterans who died on or after Nov. 1, 1990, regardless
of whether the grave is already marked with a privately purchased headstone or marker.

There is no change in eligibility for veterans in unmarked graves: Regardless of the date of death, VA will
furnish, at no charge to the applicant, a Government headstone or marker for the unmarked grave of any eligible

veteran in any cemetery around the world

FHSA Membership
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Moving Day

Intrigued by a query on the NYC- Roots list, I investigated a phenomenon known as “Moving Day.”
During the 18" and 19™ centuries following English and Dutch tradition, cities such as Chicago and New
York established law requiring residential and commercial leases to terminate on April 30 and begin on May
1*. Hence, if one wished to move to another location, or an unruly tenant was evicted, May 1* became
moving day. The landlords held “supreme sway.” All renters had to be out by 9 am and in their new quarters
by noon. Imagine the chaos; greedy landlords raising the rates forcing the moves and greedy movers (known
as expressmen) charging enormous rates. If a family was evicted they would have only hours to make
arrangements to move their possessions. The streets were clogged with horse drawn carts, dories, and, later
trucks, carrying families and their worldly goods. One article discussed the exodus in 1922, from Manhattan
to the new apartments in outlying Brooklyn. Isaac Fidler, an immigrant to New York in 1831, mentioned the
pandemonium of the great majority of apartment moves occurring on that one day. An exception to moving
day occurred in 1865 in Chicago to allow Lincoln’s cortege to proceed through Chicago. It was postponed to
May 3", Suzanne Brayer, Paradise Valley.

-Ancestry.com (www.ancestry.com). Subscritipion site. There are more names here from recent directories
and public records data bases than any other place on the Internet. Non-members may search the indexes for
free.

-ProGenealogists.com(www.progenealogists.com/genealogysleuthb.htm). Free site. The Genealogy Sleuth
pages are portals to the “Find Living Relatives” websites most used by professional genealogists. Contains
direct links to all of the websites listed below.

LIBRARY RESOURCES

-ReferenceUSA (www.slco.lib.ut.us/database-referenceUSA .htm) Free to library patrons only. This large
database of names from current directories is found at subscribing libraries only. Check with your local
library to see if they subscribe and perhaps allow home access via a library card ID.

-Telephone Directories and Locators (www.slco.lib.ut.us/TELEDIRS.HTM) Free site. An example of a
portal with links to several online directories, this is a webpage sponsored by the Salt Lake County Library
System. There are more of these types of sites at libraries all over the Country.

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Interesting Marriage Announcements

Copied from The New York Genealogical & Biographical Record
Volume 140, Issues 2

These entries were originally published in the 1805 issues of The Weekly Visitor and Ladies’ Miscellany,
published in New York City, NY.

(Saturday, 2 March 1805)

In Dover, Charles Pritchard, esq, aged 87, to Miss Charlotte Pursuivance, aged 19! — a young lady

celebrated for her beauty and accomplishments, and worth an annual income of 7000 pounds

sterling. Having a great number of suitors, (from beardless youth to hoary age) she determined to give them all
an equal chance, and accordingly pitched upon a game at “blind man’s buff”, to decide who should be her
husband — when the gentlemen were ready, and big with expectation, she entered the room, and had the good
fortune to grope upon the above young gallant.

In Boston, Dr Anthony Porronomy to Miss Betsey Needam, after a short courtship of 28 years.

(Saturday, 16 March 1805)
In London, December 18, the Earl Ormond to Miss Clark of Sutton-Hall; she is possessed of a fortune near
30,000 pounds per ann., besides near 100,000 pounds in ready cash.

(Saturday, 20 April 1805)

At Paris, Count Rumford to the widow of M. Vareesy, by which nuptial experiment he obtains a fortune of
3000 pounds per annum. — This is evidently the most effective of all the Rumfordizing projects for keeping a
house warm.

At St. Winnow’s Church, Cornwall (England), Mr. E Mathews, aged 72, to Miss Mary Bright, aged 86. The
courtship between this tender pair had been of about 24 years continuance. Being of opposite religious tenets,
they could not agree as to what persuasion their children should be brought up! But at last almighty Love tript
up the heels of Religion in the lady’s heart, and her qualms of conscience are now perfectly reconciled.

(Saturday, 24 August 1805)

Lately, in Hertfordshire (England) Mr. James Young, a strolling player, to Miss Clorinda Sogir, a mulatto,
with a fortune of 9000 pounds sterling. Some years since, an Attorney wooed the fair damsel, but,
unfortunately for him she had an aversion to a limb of the law. She afterwards fell in love with a young
Divine, who in his turn, declared that the accomplishments of Miss B, however transcendant, could never
induce him to form a connexion with a black woman. The son of the sock and buskin thought otherwise, and
was very happy to obtain possession of her charms — more than equal to two Benefits.

Lately in Yorkshire (England) Mr John Ring to Miss Mary Porter — After the ceremony was performed, on
enquiry, it was found they were brother and sister-in-law — The officiating clergyman apprehensive that he had
acted improperly in uniting, this pair, attempted to unmarry them; this novel ceremony he performed by taking
the bride’s bonnet from her head and placing the Church Bible there; but the charm proved not

Sufficiently powerful — the loving couple insisted on the validity of the marriage, and firmly resisted the
dangerous innovation of attempting to untie the hymeneal knot.

A new website depicting the history of Arizona has hit the internet. Those with Arizona ties

will have fun wandering around the site and those who are new to Arizona can take a look at the
history. This site is sponsored by the three major universities of Arizona, Arizona State University, the
University of Arizona and Northern Arizona University. Here you will find a digital library of stories
telling how and why people came to Arizona.

The site is divided into three sections at this time, with possibly more to come. The first section
is the Arizona Memory Project. This project contains over 47,000 digital images from maps to
government documents to anything pertaining to Arizona’s history, past or present. Many historical
societies, libraries and archives have donated collections to this section. If you have items of the history
of Arizona and wish to donate them there’s a section here, too. You may browse here by time period,
collection or topic. You can click on a map showing where all the collections originated. For example,
if you clicked on the icon by Globe, AZ, you would see that they donated Gila County Maps; Kingman
donated the History of Transportation in Arizona; and the National Park Service donated Montezuma’s
Castle Historic Photo Archive, to name a few. A new feature here is the Arizona County Road Map
Collection from the 1880°s to the 1920’s. You will find over 40 maps in this section. There are three
dozen photographs relating to the Harvey Girls. An excellent part is reserved to teachers so they may
find more resources.

The Arizona Archives section is still under construction. As of this time, the only collections
here are from ASU: The Chicano Research, Child Drama, Labriola American Indian Data Center and
Visual Literacy Collections. More to come here, I’m sure.

The last part is the Cultural Inventory Project. Here you can research alphabetically by
Repository Name, Location, Subject Search, Repository Type or Resources.

Try it out. You’ll be amazed at what is available — and then come back as more is being added
all the time.
